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2009-10 CUNYAC SENIOR COLLEGE COMMISSIONER’S CUP UPDATE 
Hunter and Baruch Charge Out Front After Fall Season 

 
The race for the 2009-10 CUNY Athletic Conference Commissioner’s Cup is underway, with Hunter and 
Baruch Colleges out in front after the fall season. With one-third of the year complete, Hunter has 44 points, 
with Baruch nipping at their heels with 43. York College is in third place with 25 points, followed by CCNY 
with 15, Brooklyn fifth with five, and John Jay sixth with three. Staten Island, Lehman, Medgar Evers and City 
Tech round out the field, each with no points. 
 
Hunter is buoyed by 20 points from women’s tennis. The Hawks claimed both the regular season and 
championship titles to score maximum points. In cross country, the men won the championship meet to score 
ten points, while the men’s soccer program claimed eight points, as the Hawks advanced to the CUNY Athletic 
Conference championship game. 
 
Baruch scored 15 points in women’s volleyball, behind a first place regular season finish and run through to the 
Conference championship match. Women’s cross country captured the championship trophy to score ten points, 
while women’s tennis scored eight points. 
 
York’s men’s soccer program led the Cardinals by claiming 20 points, finishing first in the regular season and 
going on to win the conference championship. The Cardinals scored five more points in women’s cross country. 
 
CCNY scored all 15 points in women’s volleyball, as the Beavers captured the CUNY Athletic Conference 
championship and advanced into the NCAA Championships.

Kingsborough Nips BMCC and Bronx CC 

 
Kingsborough Community College is in the early lead for the for the 2009-10 CUNY Athletic Conference 
Commissioner’s Cup, with 25 points, with the Borough of Manhattan Community College (24 points) and 
Bronx Community College (20 points) close behind. Queensborough Community College (5 points) and Hostos 
Community College (0 points) are farther behind. 
 
The Wave scored 18 points in men’s soccer, claiming a share of the regular season championship before 
winning the conference championship match. Men’s cross country and women’s volleyball each scored three 
points apiece, while women’s cross country scored one point. 
 
BMCC shared the regular season soccer title to score 14 points, and garnered an additional 10 in women’s 
volleyball. The Panthers placed third in the regular season, then advanced to the championship match. 
 
Bronx earned 19 points in volleyball, winning the regular season and championship titles. The Broncos earned 
one point in men’s cross country. 
 
Queensborough claimed all five points in cross country. Three points were earned by the women, with two by 
the men.
